Estimated Resident Population (ERP)

 Annual estimates

« Utilises census and non-census data sources (births, deaths, migration,
medicare records)

* Produced as preliminary, revised and final figures
* Reuvisions in light of census and migration data

e Usual residence

e Census counts with overseas visitors excluded and domestic visitors
coded back to their place of usual residence

 Place of enumeration

 Where people were counted on census night

* Be careful when dealing with time series data so types of counts
are not mixed
