1o Leeds Slreal while supporing legibity and vy -frwhrg trrough a
drrectonal geslure 10 Ihe Forecourt space, to views from Leeds Street o
the norih.

Fooibridge Integrallon

The Footbridge Ifl, slaws and escalalor should be localed Lo align with
1he building frontages facing lhe Forscourt, 10 creals a conlinuous,
seamiess eclge 1o the Forecour! space. There should be no gaps
balween the fontbndge slars and b, and adjoming buidings.

The Fuutbridye deck should be widened near the hift 10 Inang Streel,
10 allow 1he b9l Lo be localed at ha buk form lrontage. aligned wih the
bollom of 1he slairs and escalalors, rather than some distance bebund
1he forecourt frontage, which would creale an unsale and unattractive
circulabon space for M-users, Lhereby discouraging use of Lhe lift.

All lIits to the Foolbridge as shown in lhe plans are required Lo be two-
way (doors at front for ground level, and at rear al bndge deck level).

SP:03B - McNab Avenue forecourt

Forecourl surface and landscaping

The McMNab Avenue forecour should be paved in a fugh-guality,
allractive, durable and easily-mainlaned paving materal and
configuration, which is funcbonal and sale m balh wel and dry wealher
condiions.

The new surtace Irealment should extend south along MeNab Avenue 1o
where the Radway Reserve’s hemage palh meets McoNab Avenue subject
lo herilage requirements, such as for the McNab Avenue bluesione kerb.

The lransition from road surface Lo Shared Space should incorporate a
slhight changs in level where possible (subject Lo lraffic advice) whereby
vehscles move up onlo a paved ‘table’ surface, 1o furlher denole the
changed road conditions.

Two cenlral landscape arwd/or public anl fealure elements should be
localed centrally within Lhe Forecourt, close to Inang Skreet, to provide
a focal poinl and visual nterest in the Forecour! space. These elemenls
shiouid ba localed on each Side of the cenlral @ds ne 1o aflow direct
movement along ihe McNab Avenue agnmenl, and shoukd incorporale
a ransed podium or edge lrealment lo encourage siting, warling and
mesting in the Forecour.

Shared Space

The McNab Avenue Shared Space s designed to encompass Lhe enure
paved area between Iha end of lhe hartage path, fences/screens (o the
passenger rafl ines, and he main Slalion bulding. Approprate landscape
trealmenl shoukd be localed between Lhe new surface and lences 1o
each side.

The Mchab Avenue Shared Space can incorporale temporary kiosks,
pubkc seating, kghting, signage and ather efernents (subjecl Lo detalled
design), butl shonld mainlam clear sighllines, exlensive open space.
mmmal chstructions, and maxmum wsibility and safely.

The McNab Avenue Forecourt includes imiled car parking for Stavon
staff, disabled passengers and polentially taxis (subject to DoT PTD
requremenls), i ths space should not be used for 'kass and ride’
parking.

Fronlages

Fulure development o the south (batween McNab Avenue and he
Wilkamslown ralway Ime) should incorporate exlensive windows facing
1he McMakr Avenue Forecourt Lo encourage natural survedlance and
aclivty.

New fences or screens 1o he rear of plalforrns 2 and 3 (facing Lhe
McMab Avenue Foracourt) should be designed for oplimuo  visibiily,
durabitily and safely, while reflecing the considered, fugh-qualily design
proposed for he broader pubfic realm (Foolbridge, Forecourds, Ivmg
Sireel sireelscapa!

Footbridge integration

Footbndge slars and escalalors should be kocated Aush with 1he platform
fences Lo each side, to avoid unsafe, unsighlly gaps or alcoves between
the stairs ard fences.

The Hyde Sireel Shared Space accommaodales pedesinan movemens
between Hyde Streel, Bunbury Slreet, ihe Foolbndge and Platform 4.

Foolbridge Integratlon

The mam Footbridge slairs are focaled on lhe bridge aignmenl, provding
direct access from ground level, across the bridge.

The secontary stairs, escalator and Fft al Hyde Streel are facing the
Station buiiding lo Platform 4, facililaling direcl access lor passenger
access and lransters.
