Each has different characteristics, geographies and impacts

• Working populations

• Seasonal and itinerant workers

• Roaming skilled workers

• Construction crews

• Weekend populations

• Holidaymakers / tourists

• Daytrippers

• Festivals and other events

• Others



Mobile populations



Non-resident populations



Mansfield study

• 50% of Mansfield’s ratepayers are non-resident

• Survey undertaken November 2006

• Key findings:

• High frequency short duration visits - a lot of travel is happening
• Non-residents express concern over roads and telecommunications 
• A third planned to move to Mansfield permanently, many continuing to 

work
• Community involvement limited but important support provided during 

summer fires
• Transferability of results

• Adds to our knowledge of population mobility
• Provides insights into tree change phenomenon
• Improves our understanding of peri-urban / rural residential communities
• Holiday home owners – relevant to coastal areas

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Coastal population fluctuations study

• Commissioned by DSE January 2007

• Undertaken by SGS Consultants

• Specialist analysis of tourism data undertaken by Urban Enterprise

• 2 key objectives

• Estimate population numbers across 12 month period
• Assess impacts of population fluctuations on 2 case study locations

• Already receiving broad interest from:

• Coastal Boards / Victorian Coastal Council
• Local and State government
• Academic community – 3 papers currently in process utilising Mansfield and 

coastal studies



Summary of population fluctuations



The current status of research on mobile / service populations

• There is no such thing as a population. Populations, their demands 
and their impacts, vary over time

• Different places will have different annual population profiles: ”seen 
on town ……. seen one town”

• There is no silver bullet methodology to estimate the impacts of
service populations on coasts

• Ongoing research will develop better tools for planning and 
managing populations and foster policy development

Victoria’s growth will slow over the next 30 years, if migration to 
Australia remains steady at 165,000 p.a.

Projected annual population growth rate (%), Victoria, 2006 to 2055
