1.3  Relevant Experience

2. Involvement in Port Phillip Bay Channel Deepening Project (CDP)
2.1  Role in Channel Deepening Project

Golder Associates was commissioned by Maunsell on behalf of POMC to evaluate dredged material
management (DMM) options for the PoMC’s Channel Deepening Project. The Channel Deepening
Project is described in detail in Maunsell (2006).

Specifically, Golder Associates was asked to address item (i) of paragraph 5.2 of the SEES Guidelines
which requires PoMC, consistent with the principle of waste management hierarchy under the
Environment Protection Act (EPAct) 1970 and the specific provisions of SEPP (Waters of Victoria)
Schedule F6, to complete a rigorous evaluation of the opportunities and practicality of appropriate
beneficial use! of all or some portion of dredged material. Unless specific opportunities were présented to
PoMC by a prospective purchaser or partner that prima facie would be both practically achievable and
cost-effective, the evaluation of beneficial use options was to be at a general level.

As part of this scope, the SEES Guidelines also required a transparent assessment of land disposal
options, addressing practical opportunities and constraints in the context of:

e Any statutory or policy preference for management of dredged material (e.g., secure marine
confinement of contaminated sediments);
e  The practicality of bringing dredged material onshore; and

e Best practice for management of dredged material.

The Golder Associates’ report provided a framework for evaluating options to manage dredged material
produced by the CDP and provided recommendations for such management. Golder Associates’ dredged
material management recommendations relied on the material classification carried out by URS.

2.2 Relevant Technical Reports

Golder Associates’ report on Evaluation of Dredged Material Management Options, Head Technical
Report dated January 2007 is included in the SEES as follows:

! Beneficial use when applied to dredged material management is the terminology used in BPEM and international
sources for re-use of dredged material. That terminology has also been used in this report for consistency. However,
the term “beneficial use” also has specific and different meaning in Victorian statute and policy such as the State
Environmental Protection Policies (SEPPs).
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
