
SECTION 40 COASTAL Management Act 1995

CONSENT FOR USE AND DEVELOPMENT OF COASTAL CROWN LAND

Address of land: 
Seabed of Port Phillip Bay and other Coastal Crown Land in the vicinity. 

Consent for:  
Use and development of land for the Port Phillip Bay Channel Deepening Project. 
I consent to the proposed use and development pursuant to Section 40(1)(b) of the Coastal Management Act 1995, as outlined in the application for consent under the Coastal Management Act 1995 for the Channel Deepening Project, in accordance with the following conditions of this consent. 
1. All capital dredging activities must be conducted in accordance with the Environmental Management Plan approved by the Minister pursuant to this condition. That plan must be in accordance with the document identified as CDP_IMS_PL_004 Rev 0.
2. The Environmental Management Plan may be varied, by written consent of the Secretary to the Department of Sustainability and Environment. 

3. Prior to the commencement of any capital dredging works, the Port of Melbourne Corporation must enter into an agreement with the Secretary to the Department of Sustainability and Environment to:  

· Reimburse the expenses incurred by the Independent Environmental Monitor to be appointed by the Victorian Government and the Independent Expert Group to be appointed by the Secretary to the Department of Sustainability and Environment.

· Lodge a financial security for an environmental performance bond.

· Make a payment to the Department of Sustainability and Environment for the environmental management of Port Phillip Bay, namely: 
· Cool temperate reef research  

· Seagrass research 

· Australian Grayling recovery program

· Ramsar area interpretation and management  

· Observation and monitoring of sea birds

· Indigenous heritage management on the bay coastline  
4. Prior to the commencement of any capital dredging works, the Port of Melbourne Corporation must appoint a community liaison officer to implement the community communication arrangements outlined in the Environmental Management Plan.

5. This consent does not authorise any capital dredging works outside the period between 1 January 2008 and 31 December 2009.

6. This Consent is subject to any other Project approvals that may be issued by the Minister for Environment and Climate Change, or any other approvals that the Port of Melbourne Corporation may require. 

7. In the event of non compliance with the construction depth in the Entrance, i.e. that the construction depth of 19.1 metres is exceeded in more than 10% of the dredged area, a financial payment of $10m, drawn from the environmental bond lodged by the Port of Melbourne Corporation, will be made to the Secretary of the Department of Sustainability and Environment for remedial, offset or Bay improvement works.       

8. Prior to the commencement of capital dredging works, the following documents must be approved in writing by the Secretary to the Department of Sustainability and Environment:

· Specifications for all monitoring programs required by the Environmental Management Plan.
· An expert review of the turbidity limits for seagrass. 
· A works plan for the installation and maintenance of navigation aids at Dogs Beach and the Narrows.
